Dear Parents/Carers

Thank you to all those who took the time to complete the parent consultation. Following the survey, a 5-day residential
trip has been arranged for Year 6 in June 2024 to Fairthorne Manor, Curdridge, Southampton. The trip will run from
Monday 24™ June 2024 — Friday 28" June 2024. I am sure you will agree that this is an exciting opportunity for
your child and will be a fantastic reward for them after they have completed their SATS tests in May 2024.

For over 50 years YMCA Fairthorne Manor, have provided school and group trip opportunities for children and young
people to learn in a safe and rewarding environment. There are a wide variety of activity programmes to help develop

life skills, stimulate learning and improve confidence.

Accommodation will comprise of pre-erected tents with wooden floors and access to separate toilets and shower blocks.

The full board menu is notable for its healthy, nutritious meals.

The cost of the residential trip will be approximately £367 which will cover all accommodation, food, activities and

travel although an exact cost can only be given once we know final numbers.

Places can only be secured by consenting and paying the NON-REFUNDABLE deposit of £45 via Scopay. The
remaining balance will be due by Monday 1* April 2024.

There are currently only 50 spaces for this trip. The Scopay link to pay the deposit will go live on Monday 18t
September at 3.50pm. If you and your child are interested in this opportunity and you would like to formally reserve a
space, please log on to Scopay — YEAR 6 FAIRTHORNE JUNE 2024, consent and pay the deposit of £45. The deadline

for the deposit is Friday 6™ October. If all spaces are taken, your child’s name will be added to a waiting list.

We are aware that the cost of living is rising which is why we consulted with parents prior to booking. However, we still
appreciate the difficulties that families are facing which is why we have included below a suggested payment plan to

help spread the payments. Please note this is just suggested and you can pay whenever is best for you.

Payment 3 - £50 — November Final payment 7 - £70 - March
Payment 4 - £50 — December
